The patient states that he injured his left eye. He recalls hitting the surface of the car he was working on without definite recollection of impact, noticed to have slight bleeding from the left eye yesterday with some cleaning of the wound, seen here today.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Restless legs syndrome.
MEDICATIONS: Unknown medications.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs, rubs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: With a small 5 mm laceration to the left lateral eye superficial with non-gaping.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: Contusion and minor laceration to the left face and restless legs syndrome by history.

PLAN: Advised to continue topical care with cleaning and topical Neosporin with reevaluation as needed.
