14-Day Event Recorder Report

The patient’s heart rate varied from 58 to 120 beats per minute. The patient remained asymptomatic throughout the 14-day event recording. There were multiple episodes of paroxysmal supraventricular tachycardia. On April 10, 2023, 7.17 time 11-beat SVT at approximately 150 beats per minute. On April 9, 2023, 20.34 time 10-beat SVT at 160 beats per minute. On April 14, 2023, 11.04 time 10-beat SVT at 150 beats per minute. On April 13, 2023, 20.26 time 14-beat SVT at 150 beats per minute. On April 16, 2023, 12.42 time 4-beat SVT at about 160 beats per minute. Please note that all these SVTs were irregular.

The patient was also noted to have 3, 4 and 5 PVCs in a row. The 3 PVCs on April 8, 2023, 6.08 time at 160 beats per minute. On April 12, 2023, at 4.43 time four PVCs in a row at 110 beats per minute. On April 16, 2023, 19.49 time five PVCs in a row at 118 beats per minute. Once again, as mentioned above, the patient was asymptomatic. There were ST segment depressions noted during the 14-day event recording, but without any symptoms.
Final Interpretation:

1. Multiple episodes of nonsustained paroxysmal supraventricular tachycardia at a rate about 150 to 160 beats per minute and without any symptoms with the longest episode of 14 beats in a row.
2. Nonsustained 3, 4 and 5 PVCs in a row with the rate varying from 110 beats per minute to 160 beats per minute when without any symptom.
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3. The 3 PVCs in a row were at 160 beats per minute.

4. The patient was asymptomatic throughout the 14-day event recording.
5. STT changes noted during the recording, but without any symptoms.
6. There were also single PACs and single PVCs during the recording.
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
