CC: Followup on wound care and lower extremity edema.

HPI: A 90-year-old seen in room. Her sitter is with her. The patient is resting comfortably in bed, but is awake and cooperative to exam. She was quiet. The patient has wounds on her right lower leg that are being cared for by Prowise Wound Care and staff report that there has been a significant decrease and it appears to be healing quite nicely. 

DIAGNOSES: Right lower extremity skin care needing wound care, bilateral lower extremity edema with recent lower extremity ultrasound duplex studies, arterial senile frailty, and HTN.

DIET: Regular.

ALLERGIES: PCN.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Frail elderly female lying quietly in bed.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 104/44, pulse 98, temperature 97.5, respirations 20, O2 97%.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Resolution of edema of lower extremities and right upper extremity dressed at side of wound.

NEUROLOGIC: Makes eye contact. She states a few words. Orientation x 2.

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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Wound care issues. She had a recent arterial study that showed about 50% stenosis in the right anterior tibial artery and no occlusion of the left extremity. We will continue with a wound care per Prowise and referral to Limb Preservation Clinic.

2. Lower extremity edema. This has been resolved for now she was on Lasix low dose, but that was discontinued for families request as she had required hydration in the ER so we will just do compression dressings as needed.
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
