Dear Dr. Ausiello:

This is a followup for Mr. Uram who has chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Last visit in November.  No hospital visits.  Has gained weight from 195 to 206.  Denies nausea, vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea or bleeding.  There is minor nocturia, however, no incontinence, infection, cloudiness or blood.  Stable dyspnea on activity, not at rest.  No cough or sputum production.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No need for oxygen or CPAP machine.  No chest pain, palpitation or lightheadedness.  No major edema.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight lisinopril, HCTZ, Farxiga, medications for dementia, also on hyperactivity amphetamines and cholesterol management.  No anti-inflammatory agents.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure by nurse 136/82.  Lungs are clear.  No respiratory distress.  No pleural effusion.  No rales or wheezes.  No arrhythmia.  No pericardial rub.  Overweight of the abdomen.  No tenderness.  No major edema.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries from May 19; normal electrolytes and acid base.  Creatinine 1.8 slowly progressive over time representing a GFR of 38 stage IIIB.  Normal albumin and calcium.  Normal phosphorus.  Mild anemia, has not required EPO treatment.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB progressive over time, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  On ACE inhibitors, blood pressure well controlled.  No electrolyte and acid base abnormalities.  No need for phosphorus binders.  No need for EPO treatment.  No need for vitamin D 1,25.  Continue present regimen for diabetes and cholesterol including Farxiga, avoiding anti-inflammatory agents.  Medications for cognitive decline, dementia and attention deficit disorder.  We are going to update kidney ultrasound to rule out urinary retention, obstruction.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
