Dear Dr. Murray:
This is a followup for Mary with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in November.  Chronic back pain.  Emergency room visit.  Shots were given.  No further procedures.  It did help.  Weight is stable.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  There is constipation.  Chronic incontinence.  No infection.  She wears a pad.  No major edema.  No chest pain or palpitation.  No increase of dyspnea.  She is hard of hearing.
Review of Systems:  Done being negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Norvasc, Coreg, on narcotics, cholesterol treatment.
Physical Examination:  Weight is stable and blood pressure 105/57 by nurse.  Lungs are clear.  No respiratory distress.  Has a systolic murmur appears regular.  No ascites or tenderness.  No major edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries are from November, needs to be updated.  Creatinine has been between 1.6 to 1.8 and GFR 28 stage IV.  Electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus have been normal.  Anemia 12.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV, underlying hypertension.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  Chemistries to be updated.  Present blood pressure normal low without symptoms.  Advice to follow for potential EPO treatment.  We will assess electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Continue present regimen.  Avoid antiinflammatory agents.  Follow up in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
