Dear Terry:
This is a followup for Betty with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in December.  Surgery done for skin cancer Merkel type on the right leg.  Lymph nodes were removed.  They believed they were able to remove all the extension of the cancer.  No complications.  No edema.  No deep vein thrombosis.  Also treated for respiratory symptoms flu and apparently bacterial, persistent posterior drainage, uses a nasal spray.  Hoarseness of the voice.  No reported vomiting, diarrhea, or bleeding.  No urinary symptoms.  Stable dyspnea.  Uses inhalers as needed.  No oxygen or CPAP machine.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No pleuritic discomfort.
Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  I want to highlight lisinopril, anti-arrhythmic sotalol, felodipine, rarely using meloxicam, and ibuprofen.  No recurrence of uric acid gout.  On treatment for osteoporosis.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 176 pounds.  Blood pressure 124/81 by nurse.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites or tenderness.  No major edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries from May.  Normal electrolytes.  Bicarbonate elevated probably from diuretics.  Stable anemia 12.9.  Large red blood cells 102,000.  Normal platelet count.  Creatinine 1.3 representing a GFR 39 stage IIIB, which is stable overtime.  Normal calcium and phosphorous.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptom.  No dialysis.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  No phosphorous binders.  Normal potassium volume status, tolerating lisinopril among other blood pressure medications.  Avoiding antiinflammatory agents as much as possible.  Some respiratory lower bronchial as well as upper symptoms causing hoarseness of the voice following by your service started on combination of nasal steroids as well as antihistamines.  Continue to monitor overtime.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
