Nita comes for evaluation today. I have been seeing her since 2007 when she was sent to me following diagnosis of ovarian cancer and following surgical excision. Prior to that, the patient presented to Dr. Patel with abdominal pain. The patient had a CT scan, which showed a hypodense mass in the right anterior hepatic lobe. Actually, this was after the surgery. Her initial diagnosis was locally advanced adenocarcinoma of the ovary stage IIB. The patient had a lesion in the liver, which was suspicious for metastasis. Subsequently, the patient received six cycles of chemotherapy with carboplatin and Taxol. She did very well and she has stayed in remission since then. Prior to the chemotherapy her CA-125 was high at 177, but after the chemotherapy it had normalized and it has stayed in the normal range since. So, the patient had a CT scan recently which again was negative.

The patient also has diabetes and hyperlipidemia. She occasionally has right upper quadrant pain and she is worried about it, so she wants to get colonoscopy done.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Ovarian cancer remote in 2007 status post resection and chemotherapy, now in complete remission.

2. Diabetes.

3. Hypertension.

4. Obesity.

5. Hyperlipidemia.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: She is a very pleasant Asian female.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 3 inches, weight 147 pounds, and blood pressure 130/84.

HEENT: Normocephalic.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph nodes negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.
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Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Diabetes mellitus.

2. Hypertension, well controlled.

3. History of ovarian cancer, now in complete remission.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will draw CBC and CMP. Her last lipids were high so we discussed statin therapy. The patient is open, so once we get these results we might start her on atorvastatin. Since she is requesting to have a GI evaluation, I will send her to Dr. Mahendra Mahatma in a week.
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
