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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that she was involved in a traumatic brain injury in December 2021 in Japan.  The patient tells me that she was in Japan snowboarding.  The patient tells me that while she was snowboarding in Japan, she slid and fell down a mountain.  As she was going down the mountain, she hit her head.  She tells me that she had immediate loss of consciousness for a few minutes.  She was out of consciousness and her friend needed to get her out of the mountain.  She had severe head pain, confusion and disorientation for several days.
Since the event, the patient has frequent headaches, difficulty focusing and concentrating.  The patient has difficulty with memory.  The patient has memory deficit.  The patient has sensitivity to light.  The patient has mood swing.  The patient is tired all the time.
The patient is currently working as a dispatcher for Economic Opportunity Commission.  The patient’s responsibility is to dispatch vehicles.  The patient tells me that she is not able to focus and concentrate on her work because of the headache.  The patient also has poor memory.  She is not able to remember her task duties.  The loud sound at work is also affecting her performing her job because it is provoking headaches.  She is not able to perform well at work.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  In December 2021, in Japan, the patient was snowboarding down a mountain.  She slid and fell down the mountain.  The patient hit her head as she was falling down the mountain.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient was out of consciousness for a few minutes. When she woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented with a severe head pain.  Since the event, the patient has frequent headaches.  The patient has difficulty to remember.  The patient is also having a lot of sensitivity to light.  The patient has difficulty to focus.  The patient has significant difficulty to perform her job as a dispatcher for the EOC. It is my opinion that frequent headaches, difficulty concentrating and focus, poor memory, sensitivity to light, these are all common signs and symptoms of traumatic brain injury.
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
