CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 58-year-old African American male seen for initial evaluation.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient reports having moved to Atlanta for approximately three years. He subsequently returned to the Oakland Bay area. He is seeking to establish care. He reports history of palpitations. He has had no chest pain.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.
MEDICATIONS: Losartan/hydrochlorothiazide 100/12.5 mg one daily, amlodipine 10 mg one daily, and enteric-coated aspirin 81 mg one daily.
ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN.
FAMILY HISTORY: Brother had diabetes. Mother had diabetes type II, pancreatic/liver cancer and breast cancer. Father died of aneurysm.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient denies cigarette smoking, but reports occasional cannabis and alcohol use.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
HEENT: The patient reports dryness and flaking involving the ears bilaterally.

Neurologic: The patient has numbness in his feet.

Review of systems is otherwise unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is obese, alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 156/87, pulse 97, respiratory rate 16, height 77”, and weight 310 pounds.
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DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 89 beats per minute. There are normal intervals. ECG is otherwise normal.
IMPRESSION: The patient is a 58-year-old male with history of hypertension who reports symptoms of palpitations. He is otherwise doing well. I will obtain routine labs to include CBC, Chem. 20, hemoglobin A1c, lipid panel, TSH, urinalysis and PSA. Further workup pending ongoing symptoms of palpitations and initial lab work.
