This is a 94-year-old woman who is being seen for face-to-face today with a hospice diagnosis of Alzheimer’s dementia. She also suffers from decreased mobility, high risk of fall, decreased appetite and protein-calorie malnutrition. The caretaker tells me that she is eating maybe 40 to 50% of her meals at this time. She is wheelchair bound. She was able to ambulate with the help of a walker, but no longer able to because of weakness. The patient is also more confused. She continues to require 24/7 care. Her other comorbidities include hypertension, coronary artery disease, DJD, spinal stenosis, hip pain and chronic pain. The patient is oriented to person only at this time. Blood pressure was stable at 130/90. O2 sat was 94% on room air with a pulse of 88. The patient has a KPS score of 40% with an FAST score of 7C and a MAC of 25 cm. She does have history of sundowner syndrome, bowel and bladder incontinence and ADL dependency. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live. She appears comfortable with the current medication and the current care that she is receiving at this time via hospice and palliative care services.
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
