This is a 77-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of vascular dementia, unspecified severity, without behavioral disturbances. The patient has history of hypertension, insomnia, hyperlipidemia, depression, osteoarthritis as well as glaucoma.
The patient is only oriented to person. Caretaker Jeremy tells me that he is eating very little _______ most of time. He is also developing symptoms of sundowner syndrome at this time. He has a KPS score of 40%, FAST score of 6C. He is now becoming more urinary incontinent in the past few weeks, which is putting him between 6C and 6D. He has to be taken to the bathroom for bowel movement and sometimes he has accidents in his adult dipper. He requires help with ADL. Blood pressure today was 110/60, pulse 88 and O2 sat 96%. The patient has a MAC of 31.5 currently. He has bouts of increased confusion to the point that he gets very frustrated with the staff at the home and has a tendency to become belligerent. Since his admission to hospice, he also has decreased mentation, increased weakness, overall debility. He uses a cane, but he is not ambulating as much because of his mental status and his weakness. He has tendency to forget where to put his foot and remains at a high risk of fall. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
