This is a 65-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of COPD, DJD, weakness, difficulty with ambulation, increased shortness of breath, hypertension and chronic constipation. The patient’s family tell me that he is becoming much more short of breath. His O2 sat today was 88%. He does not have oxygen on board. He has bouts of confusion most likely because of hypoxemia. He has a KPS score of 40%. His appetite has been diminished. He gets short of breath with any type of activity. His last LMAC was reported at 28 cm. Celebrex that was given for his arthritis is helping him from time to time as far as his pain is concerned, but he states he does not want to take any other pain medications at this time. He used to have an inhaler, which he used to use on a regular basis, but no longer is using it most likely because of his confusion. His appetite is diminished. His family states that he has lost weight and continues to be short of breath with activity. He does wear an adult diaper for incontinence, occasional, at least 2 to 3 times a week and both with bowel and bladder issues. He has mild pedal edema 1+ today, has ADL dependency with increased debilitation and increased weakness.
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
