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Mr. Harris is a 66-year-old gentleman seen for face-to-face with a hospice diagnosis of CVA. The patient has history of left-sided weakness. The patient is ADL dependent, is bowel and bladder incontinent. Requires help with all ADL. Left-sided weakness has caused contractures. He eats very little. He has stage III renal insufficiency, neuropathy, hyperlipidemia, COPD, tobacco abuse, chronic pain and history of diabetes. KPS score is at 40% and MAC is 28. Increased confusion, decreased appetite and bouts of aspiration noted. O2 saturation hovers around 92-94% on room air, does not require oxygen. The patient continues to lose weight. The weight loss appears to be unavoidable. The patient’s aspiration and difficulty swallowing is definitely worsened and appears to be related to his current diagnosis of CVA. The patient also has bouts of confusion. Given the natural progression of his disease, most likely has less than six months to live.
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
