Dear Dr. Ghotra:

Thank you for referring Ms. Kieu Hang (DOB: 02/15/1988). As you know, this is a 37-year-old female who is in her third trimester pregnancy with known history of hepatitis B.

I am happy to report that the patient continues to be asymptomatic. There is no fever. No abdominal pain. No nausea. No vomiting. No diarrhea. No abdominal distention. No ascites. As you recall, the hepatitis B was diagnosed during routine screening for pregnancy and a complete history and physical examination was otherwise normal.
Recent laboratory evaluation reveals hepatitis B viral DNA of 270, which has reduced from December 2024. Her hepatitis B(e) antibody was positive and her fibrosis score is very, very low. According to current guidelines, there is no specific antiviral therapy indicated at this time since the viral load is low.
My recommendations are that the child should be vaccinated and receive hepatitis B immunoglobulin at birth. Her partner has been evaluated for vaccination screening. The patient has been advised that spikes in viremia can occur postpartum and she will return for followup visit at that time.
Thank you very much for allowing me to participate in the care of your patients.
