This is an 89-year-old woman who was seen today for face-to-face evaluation at her residence with her caretaker present. She suffers from hospice diagnosis of senile degeneration of the brain, not elsewhere classified. The patient of course is ADL dependent. She is bowel and bladder incontinent. She is not oriented to person, place or time.
She also suffers from primary hypertension, atherosclerotic heart disease of the native coronary artery with unspecified angina pectoris and chronic obstructive pulmonary disease unspecified. The patient requires assistance with ambulation. She is at a high risk of fall. She has lost at least 7 pounds in the past two months per her caretaker. She has child-like appetite, eats very little. The patient has had bouts of diarrhea; as I mentioned, decreased appetite, muscle wasting, COPD, and hypertension. Her blood pressure was 150/89. Pulse was 88. Respirations 22. O2 sat was 94%. She has LMAC of 26 cm, PPS of 40%, FAST score of 7A. Cognitive impairment ______ the patient’s functional status and she requires assistance with all ADLs. Expected to do poorly in the future and in the next six months death is imminent.
