This is a progress report on Carl Peshel.

Carl is a 74-year-old male who was recently diagnosed to have squamous cell carcinoma of the floor of the mouth. Initial diagnosis was T2N2M0, 5 lymph nodes were positive out of 9. There was extracapsular extension into the right neck lymph nodes and on the left side 2/14 lymph nodes were positive. The patient subsequently had a PET/CT scan suggestive of metastatic disease. The patient subsequently was referred to Dr. Morton for evaluation following this surgery done by Dr. David Kang. The patient has started radiation since late April. He also is on systemic chemotherapy with single agent cisplatin 40 mg/m2 once weekly till the duration of radiation, then further plan would be decided following completion.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes history of heavy smoking and alcohol abuse. He also has history of hypertension and coronary artery disease. He does have history of hypogonadism and history of depression.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 10 inches tall, weight 187 pounds, and blood pressure 122/80.
Eyes: Unremarkable.

ENT: Recent neck surgery, still some deformity of the left side of the face.
Neck: No lymph node felt in the neck.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Obese.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSIS: Squamous cell carcinoma of the floor of the mouth, possibly stage IV disease. His PDL status is CPS more than 1, which is positive.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and give premedication with Emend 150 mg, Aloxi 0.25 mg, dexamethasone 10 mg and then cisplatin 80 mg in 500 mL normal saline over two hours. He will continue radiation until he is done and subsequently we will consider adjuvant therapy possibly with single agent Keytruda for which we may have to get preauthorization.
