HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is an 11-month-old little boy here with his mother. He was actually seen on 05/27/2025, four days ago, for an ear infection. At that time, he was displaying erythema to the tympanic membranes and acting fussy. He subsequently was given amoxicillin and now he has developed a rash four days later. Mother brings him back because she is concerned.
No other issues. This young one is eating well. There has been no diarrhea. There has been no vomiting. No acute pain. No inconsolable crying.
This appears to be an amoxicillin rash.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake and alert. During my exam today, his eyes track well with me. He does not become unruly or upset as I examine him.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: Within normal limits at this point. Oropharyngeal area within normal limits.
NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. Normal breathing is observed.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. There is normal rate and rhythm.
Remainder of the exam is unremarkable.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Amoxicillin rash. I have recommended that they stop the amoxicillin. He seems to be back to his old self now 100%. I see no sign or symptom of infection. I have just recommended plenty of fluids, plenty of rest and then give us a call if he starts developing symptoms again.
