HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 3-month-old female patient, mother brings her in today, she has developed a circular rash in one lone spot on the right side of her abdomen, it is approximately a dime size in diameter. No other issues are brought forth. Mother tells me that she is eating well, has good wet diapers, no problems with bowel movements. She is breast-fed. She has not been fussy. She has not been running any fevers. No inconsolable crying. She has not been exposed to any sick contacts at home. Even now, I state that is the truth and mother does show me where she has a similar fungal type round spot on her leg.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Briefly done with the mother, there is no verbalization of pulling at the ears or runny nose or sores in the mouth. No red eyes or discharge. No cough. No abdominal distention. Rash as stated above. No swollen glands. Mother reports that she is a happy little baby.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient does track well. She is not overly excited over distressed when I go to examine her, cooperates. She is lying on the exam table. Mother is there to assist in the examination. On general appearance, she is not in any acute distress; in fact, she smiles, she is playful, she is attentive.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal. Ears: Within normal limits. No tympanic membrane erythema.
NECK: Soft.
RESPIRATORY: There is no distress. Breath sounds are normal.

CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

Once again, no other issues with the exception of the dime sized round rash which resembles a fungal type skin rash and that is on her right abdomen.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Fungal rash, tinea. The patient will be given nystatin cream. Mother is going to apply that three to four times a day for several weeks until it is resolved. Mother can return to clinic if needed.
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
