HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 13-year-old male patient here today with a complaint of cough. There are actually no other symptoms that he complains about. Mother is in here in the room with us. He has not complained of any fever. No nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. He maintains his normal activity level so that there is no activity intolerance. He carries on his daily routine in normal form and fashion. Apparently, the cough has just been bothering him now and even more so at night when he attempts to get some rest.
He is requesting a cough medicine.
Once again, no other issues. His color looks good. He is very active at school as well.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for any drugs or alcohol. He lives at home with mother and father.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well-nourished, well-developed and well-groomed.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 112/74, pulse 71, respirations 18, temperature 97.6, oxygenating well at 99% on room air and current weight 127 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal and round. Ears: He has got a moderate amount of cerumen in each ear canal bilaterally. There is no sign of erythema to the tympanic membranes. Oropharyngeal area is moist. It is non-erythematous.
NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

HEART: Positive S1. Positive S2. Regular rate and rhythm. No murmur.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Remainder of this exam is unremarkable.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Cough. The patient will be given a Medrol Dosepak to be taken as directed and Bromfed DM 10 mL p.o. four times daily p.r.n. cough #240 mL.
2. Mother is going to make sure he gets plenty of fluid and plenty of rest and he can return to clinic or call if not improving.
