


PROGRESS NOTE

CC: Fall with injury.

HPI: An 88-year-old female independently ambulatory who sustained a nondisplaced fracture of her right humeral head and returned with a sling in place to stabilize her right arm/shoulder with conservative healing measures taken. Since returned on 05/09, the patient has been cooperative with sitting quietly in the front room where staff can keep an eye on her. She has been given pain medication, which is sedating for her. She stays seated in a chair or on the couch and sleeps off and on most of the afternoon; she is awakened and able to eat at mealtimes. This afternoon, after lunch, the patient was sitting in the same chair in the front room and after a period of time spontaneously stood up and turned; it was not clear where she was going and the patient does ambulate independently, she lost her balance, however, fell on her right side and it was evident she was in pain, she cried out and did let people help her up. She generally wants to be left alone and independent. X-rays were ordered of her right shoulder, arm and hand and the results returned and show a subacute displaced fracture of the humeral head and neck and her right hand and forearm showed diffuse soft tissue swelling noted throughout the forearm, no acute fracture and decreased bone mineralization. Given the mentioned results, I spoke to the DON and transferred to Mercy ER where the patient is followed, was recommended, POA was contacted and in agreement. The patient went to her room, staff assisted her pushing her in a wheelchair and after I saw the x-ray results along with the DON, went to her room to try and coax her to go with EMSA and have her arm looked at. Spoke with her daughter/POA, Allison Bueno was contacted, she lives in Arizona and she was speaking with her mother in an attempt to get her to cooperate and go with EMSA, reminded her that she is coming to see her in four weeks and needs to get her arm taken care off, so they can go and do fun things. The patient was not moved, refused to go with EMSA. One of the EMSA staff, a female, stated that she want to talk with her, so we left and amazingly she was able to get the patient along with the other EMSA staff to go with them and she is now transported to Mercy Hospital and was quiet and did not seem distressed when she left.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Subacute displaced fracture of the humeral head and neck; this area was already injured in a fall on 05/09. We will wait to hear from ER and they will also contact the patient’s daughter, Allison Bueno, who is also POA.
