HPI: A 70-year-old female with advanced dementia who is independently ambulatory, today was in the dining room after lunch and staff were with other residents who required feeding and those who were getting up and done with lunch being moved into the day room etc. Staff report that as they were doing this the patient had been seated at the table by herself and then they heard a loud thud and scream and it was the patient who had gotten up to leave the table; as she is independently ambulatory, does not require assist and somehow fell landing on her right hip and leg. She was evidently in a lot of pain. She did not want anyone touching her and was yelling out. Staff managed to get her to allow them to help her stand with them supporting her and then get her seated in a wheelchair. Now, watching the patient for a few minutes, they looked around and she is walking down the hall, but is crying and yelling out in pain. Managed to get her to sit down. Staff stayed with her, ordered x-rays of her right hip and pelvis with 2 to 3 views and the results came back quickly showing an acute subcapital hip fracture on the right nondisplaced, also osteopenia with degenerative change. Family was contacted and requested to take her to Baptist Hospital where the patient is established. EMSA arrived. She was cooperative in letting them get her onto the gurney and take her out. Family will meet her in the ER.
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
