HPI: A 100-year-old female with a history of osteoporosis who receives q.6 month Prolia injections. I spoke with her daughter/POA Deb Lampier this afternoon. Deb was here in the facility and handed me a sheet which gives information regarding the fact that she had contacted the patient’s former endocrinologist who is now in Houston, but he did agree to order the Prolia and it will be shipped directly to The Harrison and administered by nursing staff. The patient had lab work done on Tuesday, 05/20 that will be about three to five days before labs are available and pending those results, we will then determine of the patient receiving the medication. Daughter has asked if I am okay with ordering the Prolia going forward and I have agreed to do so. I will keep consistent with the labs that have been ordered by her endocrinologist. The patient is seen going to the dining room, she is alert, getting herself along in her wheelchair without any difficulty. Started PT with Traditions, physical therapy was ordered and unclear if that has been started. I will have staff follow up with them tomorrow.
