HPI: The patient is an 88-year-old female who had a fall on 05/19/2025, landing on her right arm. She was clearly in pain and her right hand began to swell and with time became pale colored. We were able to get a hold of PHS for x-rays they were quick in getting here and did an x-ray of her right shoulder with two views and the results showed a sub acute displaced fracture of the humeral head and neck with decreased bone mineralization and diffuse soft tissue swelling throughout the forearm and hand. Given the results ___________ was contacted, family was also contacted and they requested that she will be sent to Mercy Hospital. On return, the patient had a Norco script 7.5/325 mg one p.o. q.6h. p.r.n. dispensed #8 tablets. The patient currently has four pills left receiving one this evening. She has been given Tylenol on a regular basis, but states that her arm still hurts really bad. Today, she was seen in her room lying down on the couch with her right arm in a sling as directed. She was alert, watching TV, and when I came in. She made eye contact with me and I reminded her of who I was and I asked about her right arm and shoulder how it was feeling and she told me that it hurt really bad and I informed her to make sure that she got some pain medication and I told her we would be giving her pain medicine routinely so that her arm would hurt either not at all or less. She was very thankful for that and kept saying that. I reminded her or told her that on 05/27/2025 in five days she would go to see the orthopedic doctor who would take a look at her shoulder and know what to do to help it heal and get back to normal and she was very pleased about that. She then asked me if I could take the blanket off of her because she was not cold and she just wanted to relax and maybe fall asleep so I took the blanket off of her and folded it and put it in arms reach should she change her mind. The patient was just given her Norco.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

NEURO: The patient was calm. She made eye contact. Her speech was clear. She could voice what she needed and she repeatedly thanked me for helping her get medicine for her pain. She was happy to know she was going to be seeing a doctor for her shoulder because it hurt in her words.

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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: 

1. Fall with injury. The patient has a subacute displaced fracture of the humeral head and neck has been evaluated in the ER and has a scheduled orthopedic appointment on 05/27/2025, with Dr. David Parker.
2. Pain management. I have written a pain management schedule, she will start the morning with Tylenol 650 mg ER and receive it again at 6 p.m. She will receive Norco 7.5/325 mg one p.o. at 1 p.m. and at h.s. We will monitor the benefit that she derives and we will adjust pain medication as needed. I did note today the patient’s right hand remains swollen with bruising becoming more evident and she does have a palpable radial pulse.
3. Advanced dementia with BPSD. Currently, her behavioral issues are treated with Haldol 1 mg and Benadryl 25 mg both given q.a.m. and it helps tamper any behavioral issues for the rest of the day. She initially was sleepy with this medication would sit propped up on the couch. Now, she is less sleepy is transported in a wheelchair or if she wants to walk has staff with her for standby assist.
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
