HPI: An 85-year-old female who was seen last week and found out that she self-administers and that the MAR in her chart from 04/30/2025 is medication she was taking post hospitalization for pneumonia over a year ago. So, I contacted her daughter/POA Lisa Parks and requested the list of medications that she is on and directions for use and she was so kind as to send me the list and I reviewed it today with the patient. She had no idea of what she is taking and just kind of smiled about it. When I asked her does she know what the pillow is, if she looks at each one individually does she know what it is for and she stated she did not and as to how she takes them, it is when she remembers and sometimes does not take all of them at the same time. She is feeling good and in good spirits. 
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Medication reconciliation. The patient’s current and correct medication list is cited as stool softener 100 mg q.a.m. – most likely docusate, B12 1000 mcg q.p.m., D3 25 mcg q.p.m., folate 1333 mcg DFE q.p.m., KCl 20 mEq MWF, metoprolol 25 mg b.i.d., torsemide 20 mg q.d., Pepcid 20 mg q.d., paroxetine 20 mg q.d., and Eliquis 5 mg b.i.d. Orders are written as given to me by the patient’s daughter/POA Lisa Parks. Again, the patient self administers. 
2. We will review the patient’s labs with her next week.
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
