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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 1991, it was during training exercises.  The patient was training getting prepared for desert storm.  The patient was training exercise in Okinawa.  While training, the patient tells me that he fell off a cliff.  The patient tells me that he fell of a cliff and hit the head.  He had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient tells me he was out of consciousness for a long time according to him.  He tells me that he only regained consciousness when people started to rescuing him.  When he woke up, the patient tells me that severe head pain, confused, and disorientation.
The patient tells me that he has significant anger issues since the head injury.  The patient tells me that his temper is out of control.  He gets very angry very easily.  The patient has enraged during driving.  The patient has decrease in focus.  The patient has decrease in concentration.  He is making bad decisions since this.
The patient is currently working in The Salvation Army.  He is in store clerk.  The patient tells me that his anger issues obstructing his job.  The patient tells me he can enrage very easily at work.  The patient is angry at people usually at work.  The patient starts cursing people at work.  The patient also had difficulty driving because of his anger.  He almost lost his job.
It is my opinion that he sustained a traumatic brain injury.  The patient fell off a cliff in 1991, while training in Okinawa, Japan.  The patient hit the head and had immediate loss of conscious.  The patient does not remember how long he is out of consciousness, however, he tells me that he was out of consciousness for a longtime.  He only regained consciousness when people start to rescuing him.  Since then, the patient has significant concentration difficulty and anger difficulties.  The patient tells me that his temper is out of control a lot.  The patient tells me that he is enraged with driving.  The patient gets driving very angry.  The patient has committed violent crimes resulting in imprisonment for 22 years.  The patient has decrease in concentration and decrease in focus because of this.  The patient also has significant difficulty to work at store clerk, because of his anger.
There is my opinion, the patient sustain a traumatic brain injury.  He fell off cliff in 1991, during training in Okinawa exercises.  The patient had complete loss of consciousness, followed by severe headaches, confusion, and disorientation when he woke up.  These signs and symptoms are of traumatic brain injury.
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
