CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 56-year-old female seen for initial evaluation.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 56-year-old female with a history of numbness, paresthesias, and symptoms of burning which had started about three years earlier. The symptoms have involved the lower extremity and are not influenced by activity. The patient subsequently began having difficulty with mobility. 
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Hepatitis B.

2. Fatty liver.

3. Prediabetes.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Cholecystectomy.
MEDICATIONS: Gabapentin.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies. 
FAMILY HISTORY: Parents died of liver problems. Brother died with diabetes.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient reports rare alcohol use, but no cigarette or drug use.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: She has fatigue.
Skin: She reports itching and rash.
Eyes: She wears glasses.

Gastrointestinal: She has had abdominal pain.

Genitourinary: She has had frequency.

Neurologic: She has vertigo.

Review of systems is otherwise unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.
Vital Signs: Blood pressure 144/78, pulse 67, respiratory rate 20, height 56”, and weight 129.2 pounds.
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HEENT: Head is atraumatic and normocephalic. Pupils are equal, round, and reactive to light and accommodation. Sclerae are clear. Extraocular muscles are intact.

Remainder of the examination is unremarkable.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm 66 beats per minute, nonspecific ST/T-wave changes.

IMPRESSION: A 56-year-old female presents with.
1. Bilateral arm numbness.

2. Hypertension.

3. Paresthesias. The etiology of paresthesias is not entirely clear.
PLAN: CBC, chem-20, TSH, hemoglobin A1c, lipid panel, urinalysis, and hepatitis C panel. Referred to Dr. Melanie Hom for eye evaluation. Echocardiogram. DMV placard. Follow up in one month.
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
