IDENTIFYING DATA: This is an African American male who was bought into the hospital. The patient was in the emergency room. The patient is having multiple problems related to anxiety related to auditory hallucination. The patient believes that he has multiple lawsuits going on everywhere and he is going to be a very rich guy. The patient was recently discharged from the hospital. He was brought in. He has some auditory hallucinations, some delusions. The patient is taking Zyprexa. The patient feels that he was living in a home but he could not pay rent and he was evicted. Now, he has some money to pay for hotel. He also believes that tomorrow or day after tomorrow his check will be deposited, so he will have enough money.

Today, the patient states he will take his medication. He is not going to hurt himself. He is not going to do any harm to anybody else. He feels that everything is okay.

PAST PSYCH HISTORY: Long psych history. Multiple admissions in the past. He was admitted at least 20 times.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of weight loss. 

PSYCHOSOCIAL HISTORY: He was born and brought up in Michigan in an intact family. The patient used to work for an automotive company, then started using drugs. He was using Norco. He was using cocaine, polysubstances. He has completed IOP Program twice. The patient states he is not using any drugs, but his drug screen is positive.

The patient feels that he does not have any social support at this time. None of his family members are around, but he can manage himself.
MENTAL STATUS EXAMINATION: This is a young male who gave fair eye contact. Speech is slow and goal-directed. Reaction time is normal. Verbal productivity is normal. No halting or blocking noted. No flights of ideas noted. Oriented x 3. The patient denied any suicide thoughts. Denied any homicide thoughts. He feels that once he gets his check, he will have the capacity to handle himself.
