CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with followup today. She states that she continues with knee pain. She states that she had steroid injection two weeks ago, doing better, continued with pain intermittent, also continued low back pain. She states she cannot lift more than 10 pounds. She states she tripped and fell four weeks ago landing on her knees with a negative x-ray per orthopedist, better now without residual. She complains of continued weakness to the left leg, with knee, getting physical therapy, happy with progress.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: As above.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Still not working post knee surgery with followup with orthopedist in two weeks.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without tenderness. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: 1+ slight paralumbar tenderness. Extremities: 1+ tenderness with painful range of motion to the left knee as before, unchanged. Neuropsychiatric: Basically, within normal limits. Skin: Basically, within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Followup left knee injury, low back injury, and post left knee laparoscopic surgery with meniscus injury and disease.
PLAN: To follow up with orthopedist in two weeks and to follow up here in one month.
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
