The patient presents with history of fever of 101 three days ago plus cough and congestion with gagging and vomiting with throat, decreased appetite, no respiratory distress, taking fluids.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of bronchial asthma a year ago with nebulizer not taking now and out of medications.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: 1+ pharyngeal edema. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Few scattered rhonchi without rales or wheezing. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

The patient had flu, COVID and strep testing all of which were negative.

IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with early bronchitis.
PLAN: Given azithromycin to take with refill of albuterol nebulizer to take as directed with humidifier. To follow up with pediatrician and here if necessary.
