PSYCHOSOCIAL HISTORY: The patient was born and brought up in Michigan in an intact family. The patient was married, divorced. She was living with the boyfriend. She used to work. She presently cannot function. She had back injury, multiple problems, and medical problems. She has questionable seizures. The patient cannot function. She is ambulating with a walker.

The patient does not have any children. She has no place to go. She was living with the boyfriend; he does not want her anymore. The patient feels sad about it.
HOSPITAL COURSE: The patient was brought in and was started on medication. Gradually, the patient started feeling better. At the time of discharge, she was not suicidal and not homicidal. The patient was eager to go into specialized shelter. Discharge planning is discussed. The patient is discharged to be followed outpatient.
