He was snappy yesterday, started shouting at the nursing staff. We will increase his Depakote. The patient is elated. He has hypersexual thoughts. We have stopped his Eliquis as he was bleeding. Today, he reports that he is not bleeding in the toilet. We will increase his Depakote to 750 mg twice a day.
MENTAL STATUS EXAMINATION: This is an Italian male, walking with a walker, irritated, hyperverbal and grandiose. Speech is rapid and tangential, at times goal-directed. Oriented x 3.

PLAN: We will increase Depakote to 750 mg twice a day. Once we have stopped his Eliquis, we will get his other labs in a day or two and then make the decision about how much to give a shot. 
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
