After initial evaluation, the patient is admitted. The patient is a little better today. He is less irritated and responding. He agreed that he will take his medication. 

PAST PSYCH HISTORY: Long psych history, multiple admissions in the past. Please see chart for the details.
PAST LEGAL HISTORY: The patient has legal problems at this time. He is supposed to appear on 06/06/2024 to the court. The patient also has felony charges coming up from the gas station that he has to appear.
PSYCHOSOCIAL HISTORY: The patient was born and brought up in Michigan. His mother is a psych nurse who is his guardian at this time. The patient has a brother and sister. Strong family history of mental illness. The patient completed high school, but could not go any further. He was using weed. He was using drugs. He started hallucinating. He could not stop. He started becoming more and more psychotic, quite aggressive when he is in that phase and has created legal trouble.
