Thank you for this referral.

This 34-year-old female who does not smoke or drink. Denies any drug allergies. She is here for evaluation for her recently noted low WBC count on last two occasions.

SYMPTOMS: The patient feels fine. She does not have any symptoms other than stress.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: She has been very healthy. She has some anxiety for which she is on bupropion and also recently she has started on metronidazole for possible chlamydia infection.

MENSTRUAL HISTORY: She has regular menstruation. She has two children one 13 and one 5. Recent Pap smear about three weeks ago.

Recently, she had a CBC showing WBC count of 3.0 and 3.1 one month apart in April and May that is the reason of her coming here. She also recently had a STD screen done and according to her she had herpes screen positive. She does not have the results so we will try to obtain it everything else including HIV, syphilis, gonorrhea, and hepatitis profile was negative according to her.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is 34-year-old.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 4 inches tall, weighing 136 pounds, and blood pressure 108/62.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSIS: Neutropenia with WBC count of 3.1 cause unclear.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will redraw CBC today from looking at her and her physical evaluation as well as the record it looks like she has benign neutropenia, which could be transient so we will redraw today and see where it is but we will try to get the records from her recent STD screen. Also, we will try to get the records from her hospitalization during her last two pregnancies 5 and 13 years ago and see what was the CBC then. At this point, I do not see any need for bone marrow aspiration biopsy. This appears to be benign neutropenia and cause to be established.
