CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 58-year-old female who is seen for cardiac evaluation.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient as noted is a 58-year-old female who is known to have history of hypertension, back injury resulting in chronic pain, right shoulder pain, and neck pain. She stated that she had been involved in an accident in 2011 during which a cable car slammed into her back. She had developed progressively worsened symptoms involving her neck and shoulder. Pain is described as moderate-severe. It is associated with decreased range of motion. She has no exertional chest pain. However, she does report occasional palpitations.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:

1. Hypertension.

2. Cervical stenosis.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. C-section.

2. Epidural.

MEDICATIONS:
1. Oxycodone 10/325 mg one b.i.d.

2. Wellbutrin *__________* mg, take two daily.

3. Cymbalta 10 mg one t.i.d.

4. Potassium daily.

5. Lipitor 10 mg daily.

6. Singulair, albuterol, Concentra – all taken at various times.

ALLERGIES: DEPAKOTE results in facial flushing.
FAMILY HISTORY: Unknown. Father did die of liver cancer in his 80s.
SOCIAL HISTORY: There is no smoking. There is rare alcohol use. She denies drug use. She is a Jehovah's Witness.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is alert, oriented and in no acute distress.

HEENT: Unremarkable.
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Cardiac: Regular rate and rhythm with soft systolic murmur present at left parasternal border.

Abdomen: Obese. No masses or tenderness noted.
Extremities: There is trace pitting edema only.

IMPRESSION: She has:
1. Palpitations.

2. Hypertension.

3. Cervical disease of the spine.
