CC: Wounds.

HPI: An 89-year-old female who is seated, but able to give information. She has a concern about a wound that is on her ankle. It has been there for sometime preceding admission here and it appears to have not improved, but not gotten worse. She also had a sore on the right buttock near the gluteal cleft and she was concerned about it. She has been able to palpate it and states that it feels like it is healed and there is no discomfort. 
DIAGNOSES: Dementia unspecified, COPD, HTN, GERD, CKD, generalized weakness, and senile debility.

MEDICATIONS: Tylenol ER 650 mg b.i.d., Norvasc 5 mg h.s., atenolol 50 mg q.d., B12 1000 mcg IM q. 30 days, docusate 100 mg q.d., Advair Diskus 250/50 mcg one puff b.i.d., gabapentin 100 mg t.i.d., hydralazine 25 mg t.i.d., Remeron 7.5 mg h.s., omeprazole 20 mg q.d., Salonpas patch to lower back and right calf q.d., and vitamin C 500 mg q.d. 
ALLERGIES: SULFA.

DIET: Regular with chopped meat.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient seated comfortably. She was alert, but appeared tired, able to give some information but appears anxious.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 134/53, pulse 74, temperature 97.9, respirations 18, and weight 111.8 pounds.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: Generalized decreased muscle mass and motor strength. No LEE.

SKIN: Lateral ankle, there is a well-established dry yellow eschar. There is mild edema around it without warmth or erythema. The patient reports tenderness to palpation. The right gluteal wound is actually healed. Normal skin color. Nontender to palpation.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Wound care issues. For her long-standing right lateral ankle wound, I am requesting Previse Wound Care to evaluate and treat. Reassured her that her gluteal wound is healed.
