CC: Wound care.

HPI: A 75-year-old with DM II and other multiple medical issues, has bilateral feet with multiple wounds. I was sent a photo of his left foot. There was a large blister and the patient has had pain in both feet. It limits activity. Some of the wounds included his heels which he reports are getting better and since he has been here, his diabetes has been well controlled with adjustments in medications needed. I was contacted yesterday about the development of this large blister that actually went from ankle to ankle and ordered Previse Wound Care to evaluate and follow the patient and they actually saw him this morning. The patient being impatient, contacted a lawyer who he knows who he says knows more wound care than anybody in the state, etc., to come see him and that person recommended Previse. So when he was seen this morning, he was in good spirits because everything is taken care of and both myself and his lawyer friend are in agreement who should treat him. 
DIAGNOSES: DM II, chronic pain management, bilateral Charcot feet, CKD IIIB, CAD – with stent placements, cognitive impairment, insomnia, and status post hospitalization for fentanyl overdose. He does not receive fentanyl as a medication here. So he received it some other way.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from last note.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

DIET: NCS.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and animated.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 147/74, pulse 71, temperature 97.9, respirations 18, and weight refuses.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: He can move his arms. He weight bears in a very limited manner, but needs assist of his walker. He has trace LEE. His left foot at the ankle, he has a dressing in place wet. He states that he was told by Previse to leave it on there until they see him again next week. His right foot has more extensive bandaging to cover his right heel area which continues to be a problem.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Wound care issues. Previse will treat his left foot issues. They have seen him today and will be back on Tuesday and he clearly understands that no one is to remove the dressing on his left foot. Right heel wound is slowly improving. Continue to be cared for by Excel who do daily wound care.
