HPI: A 71-year-old with endstage Lewy body dementia is seen today in the day room. She is now in a Broda chair, primarily nonverbal and dependent for full assist for 6/6 ADLs. The patient has had a quick progression to endstage disease in a matter of six months from being fully ambulatory, feeding herself, in constant motion around the unit. There are a few behavioral issues with the patient. She has not rolled out of bed. She does not attempt to get out of the Broda chair. She has no choking. She does require feeding. 
DIAGNOSES: Endstage Lewy body dementia, bipolar disorder, anxiety, IBS, and hypothyroid.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Pureed foods with nectar thick liquids. 

HOSPICE: Sunrise.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Frail elderly female, reclined in Broda chair. Eyes closed, but moving her lips slowly as if she is trying to talk.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 94/58, pulse 89, temperature 97.3, respirations 17, and weight 91.8 pounds. In November 2022 it was 122.6 pounds, so a weight loss of 23.8 pounds.

HEENT: She has moist oral mucosa.

NECK: Supple. She can open her eyes and occasionally speaks.
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RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Decreased bibasilar breath sounds secondary to limited inspiration. No cough and symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without M, R. or G.

ABDOMEN: Flat and nontender. Bowel sounds present.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Generalized decreased muscle mass and motor strength. She is a full transfer assist and not strong enough to weight bear.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Endstage Lewy body dementia. Her last significant staging was about three months ago and in that time she has continued to gradually lose weight, dependent on assist for all ADLs and cannot voice her own needs. So we continue to provide full-time care in all arenas as needed. 
2. Anxiety. Occasional indicators of anxiety or agitation treated with lorazepam, but not needed frequently. 
3. Skin care issues: The patient was treated for cutaneous candida of the peri area. Diflucan 200 mg one tablet x 1 with thin film of topical antifungal a.m. and h.s. for one week and resolved.

4. Hypotension. Today’s BP was low. She is no longer on lisinopril. We will order BP checks daily for the next 10 days and review in two weeks. 
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
