SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Sherry is a 37-year-old single African American female living with her mother at 25118 Hoover Road Apartment 201, Warren Michigan 48089. She describes she is feeling much better. She is sleeping by her own. She does not take any sleeping pills. She is alert and oriented. Her mood was pleasant. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. Thoughts process organized. She is on gabapentin 100 mg three times a day, benztropine 0.5 mg b.i.d., Neupro 4 mg transdermal patch, Haldol 10 mg twice a day, sertraline 50 mg daily, and Depakote 250 mg b.i.d. She was alert and oriented. Her mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. She denies any nightmares, flashbacks, or any symptoms of hallucination or delusion. She states that she is doing much better. Her mother was also there with her in apartment and she indicated that she is doing good. There was no involuntary movement, any symptoms of akathisia, or restlessness. I further explained to her that she should be away from media and not to interact with irrelevant people that will interfere with her mind and functioning to which she agreed.

ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective disorder, symptomatically stable

PLAN: Continue with the supportive plan.
