SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Mauri is a 51-year-old African American female living with her daughter working in nursing home. She has been undergoing several medical issues including pain all over the body for which she has been seeing neurologist. Also, recently she got steroid injection on her right knee from her pain management physician. Also getting meloxicam for the pain. She described the combination of methylphenidate that is Focalin XR 10 mg daily and Trintellex 10 mg daily combination has been helping her mood, improvement in her attention span and concentration. She is more productive at work and has not been showing any side effect. She was alert and oriented. Her mood was pleasant. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. There was no suicidal or homicidal thoughts. No symptoms of hallucination or delusion. No side effect of the medication. She has been compliant with the treatment.

ASSESSMENT: Major depressive disorder, attention deficit hyperactivity disorder, arthritis, and pain in the right knee joint.

PLAN: Continue with the Focalin XR 10 mg daily and Trintellex 10 mg daily. A 30-days supply was ordered. Risk, benefit, and side effects were explained.
PROGNOSIS: Guarded.
