Mr. Floyd is a 68-year-old gentleman, currently on hospice with history of COPD.
Since last visit, he has lost weight, he has less appetite. His family tells me that he is of course wearing his oxygen at all times. His O2 sat is only 92% on 4 L at this time. He has a history of pulmonary hypertension causing pedal edema. He also has tachycardia related to his end-stage COPD. He has swelling in his lower extremity because of right-sided heart failure. He is on Lasix, which is helping him minimally. Increasing his Lasix will just increase his risk of volume depletion. His KPS is 40%. He is using his nebulizer all the time. Despite using his nebulizer, he is short of breath at all times, with walking, with and without activity and even with talking. His weight loss is considered unavoidable. He is ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent and he wears a diaper at all times. The review of the notes from the staff indicates that he goes from 3 to 4 L as far as his oxygen use is concerned. His last LMAC was at 27 cm two months ago, but he is continuing to lose weight. Overall prognosis remains quite poor, most likely has less than six months to live related to hospice diagnosis of end-stage COPD.
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
