She is a 108-year-old woman with history of senile degeneration of the brain, history of significant weight loss, dementia without behavioral issues, history of TIA, hypertension, kidney disease stage III, constipation, weakness, difficulty with walking and history of falls causing traumatic fractures of multiple bones. The patient also has had a history of CVA in the past, bowel and bladder incontinence and significant weight loss. The patient has a FAST score of 6D. KPS score is 40%. She currently lives with her family. She is widowed. She is bowel and bladder incontinent, continues to lose weight, decreased mentation. She is now basically stays in bed 12 to 16 hours a day and found to be semi-responsive most of the time by the staff. Overall prognosis remains quite poor, continues to deteriorate as far as her mental status is concerned and, given her diagnosis and findings today, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
