This is an 83-year-old woman who is being recertified for hospice today with history of right-sided lung cancer.
The patient is less oriented, short of breath, fatigued, has lost weight, decreased appetite, on 6 liters of oxygen, still continues to be hypoxic at times. Activity is minimal, becomes very short of breath with exertion, protein-calorie malnutrition noted, requires pain medication around the clock. The patient is bowel and bladder incontinent. She is eating about 10 to 20% of her meals at this time. She has a PPS score of 40%, severe muscle wasting noted. Overall prognosis is quite poor given her lung cancer, her weight loss, ADL dependence and multiple other issues and concerns and her O2 dependency, expected to live less than six months. The patient is to be kept comfortable during the last days to weeks of her life.
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
