This is a 73-year-old woman currently on hospice with Alzheimer’s dementia. She is being evaluated for face-to-face today. She also suffers from bipolar disorder, hypertension, anxiety, hypothyroidism, depression, peripheral autonomic neuropathy and behavioral issue related to Alzheimer’s dementia.
As far as her Alzheimer’s is concerned, her MAC is at 26. She has lost weight. She is much more confused. She is no longer oriented to place, person or time. Her KPS is 40%. FAST score is 7B. Her caretaker Katrina tells me that the patient has had more confusion, sundowner’s syndrome. The patient is definitely ADL dependent multiple times a day with bowel and bladder incontinence. Her O2 sat is having around 93-94%. She is also eating about 20% of her food now with protein-calorie malnutrition. The patient most likely has less than six months to live given her advanced Alzheimer’s dementia.
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
