Mr. Cooper is a 66-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of COPD. The patient is being evaluated today for face-to-face regarding his hospice diagnosis of COPD. He also has history of hypertension, diabetic neuropathy, leg pain related to neuropathy. He has lost weight at least 10 pounds. He also has blood pressure that has been out of control, today was 150/95. He feels like the pain is causing his blood pressure increase. He is currently taking Norco 7.5/325 mg which was recently increased to control his pain, which he has not taken for a few hours now.
His O2 sat is around 88%, which goes down in the 80s with activity. He uses oxygen at 2 liters to be able to breathe. He also uses his nebulizer and has been using it more frequently because of shortness of breath. His decreased appetite has led to protein-calorie malnutrition. He is ADL dependent. He is bowel and bladder incontinent. He is sleeping 10-12 hours a day. He has right-sided heart failure, tachycardia and pedal edema. KPS score is at 40%. Heart rate is at 107. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
