The patient was seen in the office with followup on vaginal discharge and itching for the past month, seen by PCP a week ago without vaginal exam, given prescription for Diflucan and topical antifungal agent. The patient has a history of discharge with yellow discoloration.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies intercourse.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Negative. Pelvic: Exam deferred. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Recurrent vaginitis, probable yeast, possible nonspecific vaginitis.
PLAN: The patient was given refills of Diflucan with addition of Flagyl for nonspecific vaginitis. Continue topical treatment given before. To be followed up with pediatrician, OB/GYN as needed.
