Dear Dr. Moon:

This is a followup visit for Mr. Bell with stage IV chronic kidney disease, history of right renal infarction, hypertension history, and COPD secondary to smoking.  His last visit was December 12, 2023.  He has been feeling well.  His weight is stable.  He has been able to cut back on smoking cigarettes down from 10 per day to now two per day.  He is trying very hard to make that zero.  He denies chest pain or palpitations.  No nausea, vomiting, or dysphagia.  He has dyspnea on exertion and nonproductive cough.  No sputum production.  No hemoptysis.  Urine is clear without cloudiness, foaminess, or blood.  No edema.  No bowel changes.  No blood or melena.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Lisinopril is 5 mg once a day previously was 10 mg daily.  His anticoagulated with Coumadin.  Since his last visit, he is using trazodone 50 mg at bedtime and he has albuterol and DuoNeb as needed per nebulizers.  He has been having more shortness of breath recently.

Physical Examination:  Weight 162 pounds, blood pressure left arm sitting large cuff is 108/74, pulse 75, and oxygen saturation is 93% on room air.  Neck is supple.  No jugular venous distention.  Lungs have expiratory wheezes bilaterally and prolonged expiratory phase throughout.  Heart is regular without murmur, rub, or gallop.  Abdomen is soft, flat, and nontender.  No ascites.  No peripheral edema.

Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done May 31, 2022, creatinine is stable at 2.3, estimated GFR is 29, electrolytes 136, sodium, potassium 5.1, carbon dioxide 22, phosphorus 3.3, albumin 4, calcium 9.1, intact parathyroid hormone 151.4, white count 10.7, and hemoglobin 14.5 with a normal platelet levels.

Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IV chronic kidney disease.  No progression.  No uremic symptoms.  No volume overload.  No changes in chronic shortness of breath that is secondary to COPD from cigarette smoking.
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2. Hypertension is very well controlled.  He receive 5 mg daily of lisinopril.

3. History of right renal artery infarction.  We will continue to check labs every three months and he will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
