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1. DC, 12-year-old male with fever, cough, and congestion. Positive COVID. Treated with Paxlovid. No one answered the phone.

2. MA, 9-year-old child with earache, allergic rhinitis, otitis externa, and polyps, treated with Singulair and Ciprodex. Left message.

3. AP, 16-year-old with sore throat. Swab test negative. No treatment given. They were happy with the care. No concerns or complaints regarding. No prescription given.

4. JL, 51-year-old male with possible high blood pressure. Blood pressure was definitely high 169/110. The patient is out of medication. Dr. A did full workup; CBC, CMP, chest x-ray, EKG, looking for end-organ damage, none was found and she kindly refills his hydralazine and Norvasc prescription and he was very happy and very appreciative about it on the phone and he is going to find a PCP.

5. KH, 44-year-old with congestion, diagnosed with sinusitis. Swab test negative. Happy with the care. Treated with Flonase and Amoxil.

6. LM, is a 44-year-old with cold, cough, and congestion. Swab test negative. Blood pressure is slightly elevated. Treated with Amoxil and Tessalon and was told to follow up with PCP. The phone number left is a business number.

7. TW, 37-year-old female with cough, congestion, and runny nose. Blood pressure 160/90. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with URI and sinusitis. Treated with Augmentin, Tessalon, and Norvasc. The phone rang and rang and no one picked up. Appropriate workup and treatment and it was judicious of Dr. A to treat the blood pressure as well.
8. TG, is a 36-year-old with vaginal bleeding. She was at HCA a few days ago, was told she had a miscarriage. Her beta HCG quantitative is off the chart. There was no ultrasound done, but there was evidence that the patient was sent home and the nurses have been calling the patient frantically to come back to have the pelvic ultrasound to see if maybe there is another zygote present and there is no previous HCG to compare to and the patient was sent home with Naprosyn.

I was not able to locate the patient either with the phone numbers left on the chart. 

9. KH, 52-year-old with migraine headache similar to before, refused CT. She was treated with morphine, Benadryl, Zofran and clonidine. Very happy with the care. She has plenty of pain medication at home. She states they gave her a hard time because she did not have a family member to pick her up, but was going to call Uber, but they finally allowed her to call Uber since she received narcotics, but liked the physician.

10. RS, is an 18-year-old male with asthma, treated with prednisone and ProAir. Not wheezing currently per Dr. A, no chest x-ray was done and the patient is very happy with the care received. 
11. CD, 36-year-old woman with ankle pain. Given Toradol. X-ray negative. Diagnosed with gout. Sent home with Indocin. MUST GIVE PREDNISONE IF NOT CONTRAINDICATED both Decadron and Medrol Dosepak in acute gouty arthritis with an antiinflammatory. Nevertheless, the patient was happy with the care received and no diabetes or other medical issues were reported. The patient was only sent home with indomethacin. No uric acid was checked.

12. PT, 32-year-old male with numbness in both arms after he got drunk and fell asleep the night before on the couch; classic Saturday night palsy. He was treated with Prilosec for his ETOH abuse and already doing better and was happy with the care received.
13. DH, 22-month-old baby with cough and congestion. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with otitis media. Treated with Amoxil and Zyrtec. Mother was happy with the care received.

14. YD, 27-year-old with vomiting, diarrhea, chills and headache. Refused lab. Refused CT. Was treated with Zofran. Left message for the patient to call me back.
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
