Thank you for this referral.

This 76-year-old female who does not smoke or does not drink. Denies any drug allergies. She is here for further evaluation as well as recently diagnosed right breast cancer it was diagnosed in late March 2023.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient was found to have a lump in the right breast. She had resection done by Dr. Khaira and it showed an invasive lobular carcinoma grade 2 with lymphocytic infiltration and invasion of the skin dermis it was 3 x 2.5 x 1.7 cm in size focal lobular carcinoma in situ was also detected, margin of excision was positive. Also pathology staging was T2N0, ER positive at 95%, PR positive at 15%, HER-2 new was negative, KI-67 was 25%, right breast mass had benign fibroadipose tissue, and lymph nodes were negative. The patient subsequently was referred to Dr. Morton for radiation and she says she had altogether 35 treatments, which she will be completing today. The patient also saw Dr. Dawn Klemow at UT Southwest and she was advised to complete chemotherapy and then to we placed on some aromatase inhibitor.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: Include history of hypertension. She is on Benicar with hydrochlorothiazide. She has history of hypercholesterolemia and history of proctitis at age 34. She recently had a colonoscopy, which was nondiagnostic. She had vaginal hysterectomy with bilateral salpingo-oophorectomy at age 50. She is on Benicar 20 mg HCTZ 12.5 mg and Crestor 5 mg.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet tall, weighing 127 pounds, blood pressure 143/71.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Early stage breast cancer.

2. T2N0 status post radiation.

3. ER/PR positive tumor.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and write her prescription for Arimidex 1 mg daily and she is advised to continue taking it for five years. We will see her periodically in Gainesville office.
