PAST SUBSTANCE ABUSE HISTORY: History of weed use. The patient is doing that for eight years.

PSYCHOSOCIAL HISTORY: The patient was born in Iraq. He came with the family to United States. At this time, he is not married. His sister is his guardian. The patient feels that things are not okay. He used to work mediocre job. He presently cannot function. He had completed only 10th education.
The patient is not married. He does not have any children.
