PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: Appropriate light reflex. No cannular erythema. Nose is patent. No rhinorrhea noted. Throat: No edema or tonsillar exudate noted. Positive erythema around bilateral lips, nontender to touch. Airway is patent.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.

ASSESSMENT: Dry mouth and dry lips.

PLAN: We will try pilocarpine for one month. Advised to follow up with PCP for dermatology consult at this time. Discharged in stable condition.
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
